Snowcap is a top of the line white dimensional natural stone
veneer. This stone is uniquely true white because it is quarried
at a deep depth where mineral staining has not occurred,
whereas, most stones advertised as white are more of a cream
tone due to the mineral content. Snowcap is quarried in large
blocks the size of a car and then sawed into sheets to be
processed into thin veneer. What sets Snowcap apart is its true
white color and rockfaced finish. Rockfacing involves hand
chipping the edges of every single piece of stone to create
texture and make the pieces slightly bow in the middle. This
labor-intensive process is also called pitching or dressing within
the stone
